Homes Victoria is delivering new social and affordable housing  

to give more Victorians a safe and secure place to call home. 

The Tarakan Street, Heidelberg West 

housing redevelopment is just 10km north  

of Melbourne’s city centre, ideally positioned 

near community services, local schools, 

educational institutions and shopping 

destinations.

The redevelopment has replaced 60 older 

style homes that were not fit for purpose 

with 130 new homes, including 67 social 

homes and 63 affordable homes. 

5% of social homes are accessible  

to people with a disability. 

The redevelopment includes a terrace 

garden and barbecue facilities for residents 

and the wider community to enjoy.

Uniting is a not-for-profit community housing agency 

who will manage the social housing at Tarakan Street, 

Heidelberg West over a 30-year leasing period.

Based in an office near the site, Uniting will provide 

tenancy management and maintenance, assist with 

community events and community engagement, and 

connect residents with local support services.

The Victorian Affordable Rentals consortium (VARc) 

was appointed as the tenancy manager for affordable 

housing at the Tarakan Street site. VARc brings 

together a group of specialist tenancy managers with 

skills in renter engagement and property management.
