Building Communities has
delivered new homes at Victoria
Street and is currently building
new homes at Holland Court,
Flemington. We have asked
Building Communities to put
forward a proposal to build and
manage a total of 700 new homes,
including 400 social homes, at the
12 Holland Court and 120
Racecourse Road sites. All land will
remain in public ownership.

By working with a project partner,
we can deliver more modern, well-
designed and energy efficient
homes for more Victorians, close
to schools, services and transport.

As designs for new buildings and community spaces are developed, there will continue
to be opportunities to see designs and provide feedback.
